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BLM Carlsbad Manager Transfers To Amarillo Field Office

Ms. Leslie Theiss, Bureau of Land Management (BLM) Carlsbad Field Manager, is heading to the
Amarillo Field Office to manage the national helium program. The Amarillo Field Office is responsible
for operating and maintaining the helium storage reservoir and a pipeline system; providing crude helium
gas by contract with private companies; studying the Nation’s helium-bearing gas fields; and conducting
research of land and mineral record documentation to determine helium production and the Government’s
ownership portion of helium extracted from Federal acreage. Other responsibilities include developing
the Cross Bar property, adjacent to the Cliffside Helium Enrichment Unit, which contains culturally
significant ruins.

“The Helium program is an important part of our science and technology industries. I look forward to
continuing the positive work of this important BLM office,” Theiss said.

Under Theiss’ leadership, the Carlsbad Field Office increased its staff size by about one third to handle
the heavy oil and gas program workload and successfully streamlined and decreased permit processing
time. Her responsibilities included supervising oil and gas permitting activities in the hydrocarbon-rich
Permian Basin, administering the Secretary’s Potash Area, and protecting world-class cave resources
adjacent to Carlsbad Caverns National Park.

“Working in New Mexico has been a great experience,” said Theiss. “Now I’m looking forward to
learning more about other facets of the BLM.”

Theiss is a graduate of the 2003 DOI Senior Executive Service Candidate Development Program
(SESCDP). She has over 25 years of government service and worked in Wyoming, Alaska, and
California prior to coming to New Mexico in 1999.
