The Bureau of Land Management’s New Mexico Wild Horse and Burro crew is
traveling to Robstown, Texas to hold a two-day adoption event. These animals
once roamed public lands in the western states. Known as living legends, these
animals are symbolic of our American west. However, due to overpopulation, some
were removed and are now in need of new homes. The Bureau of Land
Management hopes to place 95 animals at this adoption event. To adopt a wild
horse or burro, individuals must meet minimum qualifications. Minimum adoption
fee is $125.

Animals available for adoption: 30 weanlings (young horses that are about 6
months of age), 30 mares, 20 studs and 15 burros (5 jennies and 10 jacks).
